3. Use Language Nut to practise vocabulary, reading, listening and grammar exercises. 
 
 
Writing 
1. Revise the vocabulary and phrases from the unit 1 and unit 2 knowledge organiser 
using the look, cover, write, check method to make sure you can write the phrases in 
Spanish. 
2. Revise the fantastic phrases. 
3. Use the grammar booklets to revise how to form verbs in three tenses.
